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Who needs to have a copy of "How Shall They Hear?" on their desk or bookshelf? Actually, the list of who doesn't would probably be shorter!

Anyone involved in local ministry understands what it means to be busy, swamped, overworked, underpaid and often having to do jobs that weren't part of their original job description. Most often these "little extra" jobs turn out to be something the person didn't expect, for which they have little aptitude or training, and no good source of easy reference material. These jobs are also quite often communication related.

Communications covers such a broad spectrum that no one can be expected to handle every situation with equal skill. But where can a local church secretary or the chairperson of a committee go to get fast, easy to interpret and reliable information? The answer: "How Shall They Hear?"

For a typical church secretary, who is juggling five different jobs, all of which need to be done by noon tomorrow, "How Shall They Hear?" is a concise, quick-to-use, helpful reference on the topics that are most important to the communications life of the church. It is written in an easy to understand, informational style that will appeal to longtime communicators as well as beginners. It also offers such a wide array of topics that everyone working in the church will also find it an invaluable resource. As a frequent presenter of workshops on newsletters, web sites, and other communication issues, I always like to have a supply of these books on hand to offer my group. This book will be on their desks long after I have gone home. I use examples from the book, offer them ideas about pages to bookmark, and usually end by telling them, "If you can't find it in the handbook, call me, but I don't expect to get many calls!"
